THE PROJECT

The Children and Youth Development
Centeris a free club where children
and teenagers can learn, have fun,
relax and communicate with each
other.

During the school year, the center
involved more than 500 children in
clubs and activities. About 350
children regularly visit the circles,
including 53 children with IDP status,
86 children whose parents are

participants in hostilities, 62 children
from large families, 4 orphans, 1 child
deprived of parental care, 2 children
with disabilities, and 18 children from
other preferential categories (single
mother, poor, etc.)

In addition to clubs and studios, the
Center for the Development of Children
and Youth hosts many thematic events
and charitable initiatives. Thanks to
this, children are not limited to
communication only in a circle, but
have the opportunity to try themselves
in other interesting areas of science,
sports or leisure.

S 2 500 (UAH 98 454.60) made it possible to
fill the classroom not only with art materials
(watercolor, acrylic, gouache paints, oil
pastels, pencils, cutting mats, various
brushes, tablets, lamps for lighting still lifes,
drawing paper, design paper and many small
office supplies, organizers) for the new
academic year, as well as to purchase the
necessary inventory for higher-quality
education and coverage of a wider program
in preparing children for admission to higher
educational institutions in artistic fields —
these are various plaster geometric shapes
and sculptures and educational models, for
more convenient viewing of videos and
photos of materials, purchased a smart TV
(UAH 60 500).
